‘The minutes of the September 21, 2017 Planning and Zoning Commission meeting were
approved, motion for approval being made by Member Sims, seconded by Member
Cleaver, with the vote being a unanimous “aye”.

CASE FILE NO. 2017-48-P(ETJ) (approved)
Open a public hearing to consider approval of the replat of Lots 1-3, Block 11,
Highway Industrial Sites, and approximately 5.61 acre tract in Section 14, Block
41 T-2-S, T&P Ry Co., Midland County, Texas (northwest of the intersection of
South County Rd. 1305 and US Highway 80)

Ms. Pittman gave the following presentation: The property involved in this request is
located northwest of the intersection of South County Rd. 1305 and US Highway 80. The
site is located outside the city limits in Odessa’s Extra-Territorial Jurisdiction (ETJ) does
not have a zoning designation and is currently occupied by commercial development.
Land use in the general area consists of commercial development to the north, west, and
east and vacant land to the south.

The applicant is Abbott Building Company, owner, and the purpose of the request is to
divide three existing lots and approximately 5.61 acres of unplatted property into five new
lots.

A platting conference was held September 26, 2017 with the applicants’ consultant and
city staff present.

Staff Comments:
- Original tax certificates are needed prior to filing the plat.

- Preliminary Plat needs to be removed from the face of the plat.

- Signature lines for Director of Planning and Planning and Zoning Chairman need
{o be two separate lines.

- County Clerk Signature line needs to reflect Midland County.

- Pipeline easements need to be dimensioned.

- Engineer/surveyor signature and seal stamp are missing from the plat.
- City utilities are not available,

- Drainage report needs to be submitted. This fract is not in a special flood hazard
area.
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- An Improvements Agreement will not be required.

- If new development or change in property use occurs, Access should be in
accordance with Access Management Guidelines and Post-development runoff
should not exceed Pre-development runoff.

The plat is ready for Commission approval as noted above.

There being no questions, Vice Chairman Peacock opened the public hearing. With no

one coming forward to speak for or against the request, Vice Chairman Peacock closed

the public hearing.

Member Tercero moved the replat be approved as presented. Member Cleaver seconded
the motion, with the vote being a unanimous “aye”,

Remove from the table and consider approval of the final plat of Mardi (Gras Estates
2™ Filing, being an approximately 26.456 acre tract in Section 38, Block 42, T-1-8
T&P Ry. Survey, Ector County, Texas (northwest corner of the intersection of 87t
St. and E, Loop 338)

Member Sims moved this request be removed from the table. Member Tercero seconded
the mtoin, with the vote being a unanimous “aye”.

Ms. Bailey then gave the following presentation: The Planning and Zoning Commission
tabled this request on August 3, 2017 in order to allow the applicant and the City to work
out the request for right-of-way along Loop 338.

The property involved in this request is located at the northwest cormer of the intersection
of B7* St. and E. Loop 338. The site is currently zoned Retail (R) and Special Dwelling
District-Drill Reservation {(SPD-DR) and is vacant. Land use in the general area consists
of vacant land to the north, west, east, and south.

The applicant is Jack N. Mousa, owner, and the purpose of the request is to facilitate
retail development and create a drill reservation on the property.

The Planning and Zoning Commission gave preliminary approval of this request on
September 1, 2016 with the following condition:

1. Pro Rata for 87* Street Improvements will be required at time of filing of Final Plat.
{Engineering)

This condition has been met. The additional condition for final plat approval concerning
right-of-way has been formally withdrawn by the Engineering Department and the final
plat is ready for Commission approval.

Mr. Sims asked about the additional right-of-way that was being requested by the
Engineering Department Mr. Brinlee stated it has been worked out and the right-of-way
will be obtained on the opposite side of the Loop.

There being no further questions or comments, Member Sims moved the final plat be
approved as presented. Member Cleaver seconded the motion, with the vote being a
unanimous “aye”,

CASE FILE NO 2017-12-P (approved)

Consider approval of the final plat of Rolling Winds, being a 35.6 acre tract located
in Section 16, Block 41, T-2-S, T&P R.R. Survey, Odessa, Midland County, Texas
{800 ft. northwest of the intersection of N. Faudree Rd. and Fairway Dr.)
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Ms. Bailey gave the foilowing presentation: The property involved in this request is located
800 ft. northwest of the intersection of N. Faudree Rd. and Fairway Dr. and is cutrently
vacant. Land use in the general area consists of residential development to the west
vacant land and residential to the south and north and vacant land to the east.

The applicant is Burnett Construction-John Burnett, owner, LCA Engineering, agent, and
the purpose of the request is to create 102 single family residential lots (7,995 sq.ft. to
14,360 sq.ft.) for development purposes.

The Planning and Zoning Commission gave preliminary approval to this plat on March 2,
2017, and the final plat is ready for Commission approval as noted above.

There being no questions or comments, Member Tercero .moved the final plat be
approved as presented. Member Sims seconded the motion, with the vote being a
unanimous “aye”.

There being no further business to come before the Commission the meeting was
adjourned at 1:36 p.m.
