AREA ANNEXED

Approximately 1.1285 acres of land located in Section 18, Block 42, T-2-S, T&P RR Co. Survey, Ector County, Texas (City owned land); and
Approximately 3.815 acres of land located in Section 4, Block 41, T-2-S, T&P RR. Co. Survey, Ector County, Texas (City owned land, roughly SE of the intersection of N. Faudree Rd. and E. 56th St).


INTRODUCTION

This service plan has been prepared in accordance with Texas Local Government Code, Sections 43.056.  Municipal facilities and services to the annexed area described above will be provided or made available on behalf of the city at the following levels and in accordance with the following schedule:  
 

POLICE PROTECTION

Patrolling, responses to calls, and other police services will be provided within ten (10) days after the effective date of the annexation at the same level as provided throughout the city.  


FIRE PROTECTION AND PREVENTION

Fire protection and fire prevention services will be provided within ten (10) days after the effective date of the annexation at the same level as provided throughout the city.  





EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICES

Emergency medical services will be provided within ten (10) days after the effective date of the annexation on the same basis and at the same level as provided throughout the city.  


SOLID WASTE COLLECTION AND DISPOSAL

Industrial District No. 2 – Some customers in this industrial district already receive trash collection services.

Industrial District No. 3 – Some customers in this industrial district already receive trash collection services.

Industrial District No. 4 – Some customers in this industrial district already receive trash collection services.

Black Gold Industrial District receives trash collection services already.

Weatherford Industrial District receives trash collection services already.

Solid waste collection and disposal services could be provided within sixty (60) days after the effective date of the annexation on the same basis and at the same level as provided throughout the city.  


MAINTENANCE OF WATER AND WASTEWATER FACILITIES

Industrial District No. 2 – Water lines are currently available.  Where service could be provided is subject to application for service through the Billing & Collection Department.  Requests for sewer will require the creation of a sewer service plan to bring a sewer line into the area.

Industrial District No. 3 – Water lines and sewer lines are currently available.  Where service could be provided is subject to application for service through the Billing & Collection Department. Some requests may require the creation of a water or sewer service plan to extend service lines.

Industrial District No. 4 – Water lines are currently available in the northeastern and southeastern portions of the area.  Sewer lines are currently available in the northeastern portion of the area.  Where service could be provided is subject to application for service through the Billing & Collection Department.  Requests for water and sewer outside the referenced portions will require the creation of a water or sewer service plan to extend service lines.

Black Gold Industrial District receives water and sewer service.

Weatherford Industrial District receives sewer service.

Maintenance of water and wastewater facilities will be continued to be maintained immediately after the effective date of the annexation on the same basis and at the same level as provided throughout the city.  


STREET LIGHTING

Street lighting will be made available on the effective date of the annexation on the same basis and at the same level as provided throughout the city.  




MAINTENANCE OF CITY PARK AND RECREATION FACILITIES

If any city park and recreation facilities are located within the annexed area, they will be maintained on the effective date of the annexation on the same basis and at the same level as similar facilities are maintained throughout the city.  


OTHER SERVICES

Other services that may be provided by the city such as planning, code enforcement, animal control, library, park and recreation, court, and general administration will be made available within sixty (60) days after the effective date of the annexation on the same basis and at the same level as provided throughout the city.  


CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS

Construction of needed water, sewer, street, and drainage facilities will begin within two (2) years after submission of written request by landowners and payment of any development fees and construction costs required by the city in accordance with subdivision regulations and water and sewer extension policies.  Construction will be completed within four and one-half (4‑1/2) years after request unless the construction process is interrupted by circumstances beyond the control of the city.  No impact fees will be charged to any developer or landowner within the annexed area except in conformity with Texas Local Government Code, Ch. 395.  Construction of other capital improvements shall be considered by the city in the future as the needs dictate on the same basis as such capital improvements are considered throughout the city.  


UNIFORM LEVEL OF SERVICE MAY NOT BE REQUIRED

Nothing in this plan shall require the city to provide a uniform level of full municipal services to each area of the city, including the annexed area, if different characteristics of topography, land use, and population density are considered a sufficient basis for providing different levels of service.  


TERM

This service plan shall be valid for a term of ten (10) years unless the majority of landowners or registered voters of the area vote by petition submitted to the city for disannexation, then this service plan shall no longer be binding upon the city.  

 
AMENDMENTS

The service plan may be amended through negotiation at the hearings called and held in the manner provided by Texas Local Government Code, Section 43.0561.  On approval by the governing body, the service plan is not subject to amendment or repeal, Texas Local Government Code, Section 43.056
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
